3 At least half of the
needed punctuation is
present. 

At least half of needed
capitals are in the
paragraph.

• Paragraph is partially
structured

• Either the topic
sentence or conclusion
sentence is missing.

• There is at least one
supporting  sentence.

4 Very few punctuation
issues.

Very few capitalization
issues.

• Both the topic and
closing sentences are
there.

• There is at least one
supporting sentence.

• Meets the minimum 4
sentences.

5 Only one or two
punctuation errors.

Only one or two
capitalization errors.

Meets all requirements
mentioned in (4) and
exceeds the minimum 4
sentence requirement.
